e the organization or program serves the District’s Latino residents or business owners;

e the organization’s principal place of business is located in the District of Columbia;

e the organization is currently registered in good standing with the DC Department of Consumer &
Regulatory Affairs, Corporation Division, and the Office of Tax and Revenue;

e (urrent grantees must be current on any reporting obligations for the FY16 grant cycle.

Program Scope:

In FY 2017, MOLA’s Latino Community Grant will fund culturally and linguistically appropriate programs with
demonstrated ties to Mayor Bowser’s priority areas and community needs in the following program areas:
economic and workforce development, youth engagement and education, health education and linkage to
human services, and promotion of the arts and humanities [see RFA for details].
